Section 1:
Introduction

The 30 June 2021 NDIS Quarterly Report to Disability Ministers included an analysis of 12-month
average payments for the years ending 30 June 2017 to 30 June 2021 by Support Independent
Living (SIL) status and age group. The analysis indicates a consistent increase in average payments
over the last four years by SIL status and age group (non-SIL only).
