* 6,590 active participants have not previously received disability support via State and Commonwealth
government programs in the past.

* In the current quarter, 260 participants have entered the Scheme and there are 169 children accessing
early connections at the end of June 2022.

* 1,651 plans have been reviewed this quarter.

» 379 access decisions have been made in the quarter, of which 290 met access and are still active.

* 11 (4.2%) of the new active participants this quarter identified as Indigenous, taking the total number of
Indigenous participants in ACT to 421 (4.5%).

* 20 (7.7%) of the new active participants this quarter are Culturally and Linguistically Diverse (CALD) 3,
taking the total number of CALD participants in ACT to 974 (10.4%).

s Socioeconomic status uses deciles from the ABS Index of Education and Occupation (IEO). A higher decile indicates that people residing in that area have a higher level of skills and qualifications on average. The socioeconomic equity metric is
equal to the average annualised plan budget of participants residing in the top two IEO deciles divided by the average annualised plan budget of participants residing in the bottom two IEO deciles (participants not in SIL and aged 0 to 64).
