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Transcript Tasmanian Quarterly Performance Dashboard as at 30 September 2025
This dashboard provides a quarterly comparison of key statistics relating to active participants and their experience of the Scheme. It also includes key outcomes and participant satisfaction results as well as provider market characteristics. 
Participants and planning
A table displays the following key statistics on the Tasmanian participant experience as at 30 September 2025 and 30 June 2025:
• The number of active participants with approved plans (excluding children accessing early connections) increased from 15,831 as at 30 June 2025 to 16,223 as at 30 September 2025. 
• The number of children accessing early connections throughout the quarter increased from 485 as at 30 June 2025 to 553 as at 30 September 2025. 
• The percentage of participants fully or partially self-managing their plan remained stable at 20%, from 30 June 2025 to 30 September 2025.
• The percentage of plans activated within 90 days remained stable at 86%, from 30 June 2025 to 30 September 2025. Trial participants (participants with initial plans approved prior to 1 July 2016), and those with initial plans approved after the end of quarter 3, 2024-25, have been excluded.
• The number of completed plan reassessments in the quarter increased from 1,257 in the quarter ending 30 June 2025 to 1,322 in the quarter ending 30 September 2025. 
A chart displays the change in active participants between 30 June 2025 and 30 September 2025.
At the beginning of Quarter one, 2025-26 there were 15,831 active participants (excluding children accessing early connections). During Quarter one, 2025-26, there were 482 plan approvals and 90 participants leaving the Scheme or moved to another state or territory. This resulted in 16,223 active participants as at 30 September 2025. 
The following key statistics summarise the Tasmanian performance as at 30 September 2025:
• 17,842 participants (excluding children accessing early connections) have had an approved plan since July 2013. 16,223 of these continue to be active.
• 11,967 active participants have not previously received disability support via State and Commonwealth government programs in the past.
• 482 participants entered the Scheme in the September 2025 quarter and the net number of participants leaving the Scheme was 90, which is the active participant movements in and out of the Scheme and Tasmania.
• 1,322 plans have had reassessments this quarter.
• 640 access decisions have been made in the quarter, of which 497 met access and are still active.
• 69 (14.3%) of the new active participants this quarter identified as First Nations participants, taking the total number of First Nations participants in Tasmania to 1,737 (10.7% of all participants).
• 12 (2.5%) of the new active participants this quarter are Culturally and Linguistically Diverse, taking the total number of Culturally and Linguistically Diverse participants in Tasmania to 409 (2.5% of all participants).
Participant outcomes and satisfaction
A table displays the following key statistics on Tasmanian participant outcomes and satisfaction.
For Participant and Scheme Outcome metrics as at 30 September 2025, results are drawn from participants' responses to Short Form questionnaires. Responses are collected at entry to the NDIS (baseline) and at subsequent Short Form questionnaire reassessment or check-in. Responses are collected at entry to the NDIS (baseline) for 97% of participants who had their first plan approved since one July 2016 and have had a second Short Form questionnaire reassessment to date.
• The participant employment rate for those aged 15 - 64 years increased from 18% at baseline to 20% at the latest reassessment.
• The participant social and community engagement rate for those aged 15+ years increased from 29% at baseline to 34% at the latest reassessment.
• The family and carer employment rate across all ages increased from 42% at baseline to 49% at the latest reassessment.
• The participant choice and control for those aged 15+ years increased from 69% at the first reassessment to 82% at the latest reassessment.
The following results indicate the percentage of participants rating their overall experience as 'Very Good' or 'Good' by pathway stage in both the current and previous quarter:
• At the 'Early Supports Process' stage, this figure was not available in the quarters ending 30 June 2025 and 30 September 2025.
• At the 'Community Connections Process' stage, this percentage decreased from 86% in the quarter ending 30 June 2025 to 72% in the quarter ending 30 September 2025.
• At the 'Apply for NDIS Process (access met)' stage, this percentage increased from 78% in the quarter ending 30 June 2025 to 85% in the quarter ending 30 September 2025.
• At the 'Apply for NDIS Process (access not met)' stage, this percentage increased from 5% in the quarter ending 30 June 2025 to 45% in the quarter ending 30 September 2025.
• At the 'Plan Approval Process' stage, this percentage increased from 61% in the quarter ending 30 June 2025 to 63% in the quarter ending 30 September 2025.
• At the 'Plan Implementation Process' stage, this percentage decreased from 74% in the quarter ending 30 June 2025 to 70% in the quarter ending 30 September 2025.
• At the 'Plan Reassessment Process' stage, this percentage increased from 70% in the quarter ending 30 June 2025 to 72% in the quarter ending 30 September 2025.
Participant Service Guarantee
The following statistics measure performance against the Participant Service Guarantee metrics. These statistics look at the percentage of cases meeting the Service Guarantee target in the quarters ending 30 June 2025 and 30 September 2025. For quarters June 2025 and earlier, performance is measured from available data on processes and dates in the new computer system. For the September 2025 quarter, performance is being measured from milestones built into the new computer system for most measures. Participant Service Guarantees 10 and 16 are captured within the same milestone. For Participant Service Guarantees 11, 14 and 18, performance is being measured from available data on processes and dates in the new computer system. Reporting for Participant Service Guarantee measures five and 15 are not yet available and these will not be reported at this stage.
The following metric is concerned with the General service type. The metric number and description is provided below followed by the percentages themselves:
• Participant Service Guarantee number 1: Explain a previous decision within 28 days after a request for explanation is received. This was 91% for the quarter ending 30 September 2025. This metric cannot be measured for the quarter ending 30 June 2025.
The following three metrics are concerned with Access:
• Participant Service Guarantee number 2: Make an access decision, or request for more information within 21 days after an access request has been received. This increased from 47% as at 30 June 2025 to 90% as at 30 September 2025.
• Participant Service Guarantee number 3: Allow sufficient time (90 days) for prospective participants to provide information, after NDIA has requested further information. This was 91% for the quarter ending 30 September 2025. This metric cannot be measured for the quarter ending 30 June 2025.
• Participant Service Guarantee number 4: Make an access decision within 14 days after more information has been provided. This increased from 38% as at 30 June 2025 to 53% as at 30 September 2025.
The following two metrics relate to Planning:
• Participant Service Guarantee number 6: Approve a participant's plan within 56 days after an access decision has been made (excludes participants receiving initial supports as per Early Childhood Approach). This increased from 95% as at 30 June 2025 to 97% as at 30 September 2025. 
• Participant Service Guarantee number 7: Approve a plan for Early Childhood Approach participants within 56 days after an access decision has been made. This increased from 99% as at 30 June 2025 to 100% as at 30 September 2025.
The following two metrics relate to Implementation:
• Participant Service Guarantee number 8: Offer to hold a plan implementation meeting within seven days after the plan is approved. This decreased from 86% as at 30 June 2025 to 84% as at 30 September 2025.
• Participant Service Guarantee number 9: If the participant accepts the offer, hold a plan implementation meeting within 28 days. This was 97% for the quarter ending 30 September 2025. This metric cannot be measured for the quarter ending 30 June 2025.
The following four metrics relate to Plan Reassessments:
• Participant Service Guarantee number 10 and 16: Provide a copy of the plan to a participant within 7 days after the plan is approved (PSG 10) or amended (PSG 16). This was 99% for the quarter ending 30 September 2025. This metric cannot be measured for the quarter ending 30 June 2025.
• Participant Service Guarantee number 11: Commence facilitating a scheduled plan reassessment at least 56 days prior to the scheduled reassessment date. This decreased from 75% as at 30 June 2025 to 58% as at 30 September 2025.
• Participant Service Guarantee number 12: Decide whether to undertake a Participant Requested Plan Reassessment within 21 days after the request is received. This increased from 20% as at 30 June 2025 to 26% as at 30 September 2025. 
• Participant Service Guarantee number 13: Complete a reassessment within 28 days after the decision to accept the request was made. This increased from 82% as at 30 June 2025 to 85% as at 30 September 2025.
The following metric relates to Plan Amendments:
• Participant Service Guarantee number 14: Amend a plan within 28 days after the receipt of information that triggers the plan amendment process. This increased from 42% as at 30 June 2025 to 45% as at 30 September 2025.
The following three metrics relate to Reviewable Decisions:
• Participant Service Guarantee number 17a: Complete an Internal Review of a Reviewable Decision within 60 days after a request is received. This decreased from 80% as at 30 June 2025 to 73% as at 30 September 2025.
• Participant Service Guarantee number 17b: Enact outcome of a reviewable decision within 28 days once a decision has been made. This was 98% for the quarter ending 30 September 2025. This metric cannot be measured for the quarter ending 30 June 2025.
• Participant Service Guarantee number 18: Implement an Administrative Review Tribunal decision to amend a plan within 28 days after the Administrative Review Tribunal decision is made. This was 95% for the quarter ending 30 September 2025. This metric cannot be measured for the quarter ending 30 June 2025.
The following two metrics are concerned with Nominees:
• Participant Service Guarantee number 19: Cancel participant requested nominee within 14 days. This was 100% for the quarter ending 30 September 2025. This metric cannot be measured for the quarter ending 30 June 2025.
• Participant Service Guarantee number 20: Cancel CEO initiated nominee within 14 days. This was 100% for the quarter ending 30 September 2025. This metric cannot be measured for the quarter ending 30 June 2025.
Provider and market metrics
A table displays the following key statistics on Tasmanian market supply and participant costs as at 30 September 2025 and as at 30 June 2025. Reporting on performance against discontinued corporate targets for utilisation, provider concentration and outcomes is ceased from September 2025 quarter.
• The total number of active providers in the last quarter increased from 7,046 as at 30 June 2025 to 7,141 as at 30 September 2025.
• Utilisation (which is calculated as a six month rolling average with a three month lag) remained stable at 73%, from 30 June 2025 to 30 September 2025.
• The proportion of payments paid within three days increased from 98.7% as at 30 June 2025 to 99.7% as at 30 September 2025. The payment enquiries come from the Provider Portal, Participant Portal and NDIS App.
• Total payments from 1 July 2024 to 30 June 2025 were $1,103 million and from 1 July 2025 to 30 September 2025 were $299 million.
• Total annualised plan budgets increased from $1,497 million as at 30 June 2025 to $1,557 million as at 30 September 2025. Total annualised plan budgets refer to those in the current plans of active participants at the end of quarter.
• Total plan inflation (current quarter percentage per annum) increased from 7.8% in the June 2025 quarter to 9.8% in the September 2025 quarter. Total plan inflation consists of plan budget changes occurring at plan reassessment as well as changes occurring within a plan between reassessments. The Annual Pricing Review saw price limit increases in July 2025. Unspent portions of plan budgets were increased in line with new price limits to maintain the purchasing power of remaining plans. Due to this, there has been a one-off increase in intra-plan and total inflation during the month of July 2025. 
• Inflation at plan reassessment (current quarter percentage per annum) increased from 3.7% in the June 2025 quarter to 4.0% in the September 2025 quarter.
• Inflation within a plan, between reassessments (current quarter percentage per annum) increased from 4.2% in the June 2025 quarter to 5.8% in the September 2025 quarter.
The following comments are made regarding the Tasmanian experience:
• Total annualised plan budgets as at 30 September 2025 were $1,557 million and payments from 1 July 2025 were $299 million.
• Out of 7,141 active providers in the September 2025 quarter, 337 providers provided support to NDIA-managed participants, 5,355 providers provided support to plan-managed participants and 3,194 providers provided support to self-managed participants.
• Utilisation has been 73% from 1 January 2025 to 30 June 2025.
Summaries by Service Districts

• 4,351 for South West.
Another chart displays the average annualised plan budgets and average payments as at 30 September 2025. Average annualised plan budgets are derived from total annualised plan budgets in the current plans of active participants as at 30 September 2025. Average payments are calculated as the average of the annualised monthly payments in the same 12 month period, weighted by the participants that are active in each month. Figures are not shown if there is insufficient data in the service district.
The average annualised plan budget in each service district as at 30 September 2025 shows as:
• $93,400 for North.
• $101,800 for North West.
• $84,900 for South East.
• $103,600 for South West.
• $96,000 for all of Tasmania.
The average payments to participants in each service district for the 12 months to 30 September 2025 show as:
• $70,700 for North.
• $79,400 for North West.
• $62,500 for South East.
• $80,800 for South West.
• $73,400 for all of Tasmania.
Another chart displays the average annualised plan budgets and average payments as at 30 September 2025 for participants in Supported Independent Living. Average annualised plan budgets are derived from total annualised plan budgets in the current plans of active participants as at 30 September 2025. Average payments are calculated as the average of the annualised monthly payments in the same 12 month period, weighted by the participants that are active in each month. Figures are not shown if there is insufficient data in the service district.
The average annualised plan budget in each service district as at 30 September 2025 for participants in Supported Independent Living shows as:
• $522,200 for North.
• $530,400 for North West.
• $504,000 for South East.
• $455,900 for South West.
• $496,100 for all of Tasmania.
The average payments in each service district for the 12 months to 30 September 2025 for participants in Supported Independent Living show as:
• $454,600 for North.
• $490,100 for North West.
• $448,500 for South East.
• $403,200 for South West.
• $442,500 for all of Tasmania.
Another chart displays the average annualised plan budgets and average payments as at 30 September 2025 for participants not in Supported Independent Living. Average annualised plan budgets are derived from total annualised plan budgets in the current plans of active participants as at 30 September 2025. Average payments are calculated as the average of the annualised monthly payments in the same 12 month period, weighted by the participants that are active in each month. Figures are not shown if there is insufficient data in the service district.
The average annualised plan budget in each service district as at 30 September 2025 for participants not in Supported Independent Living shows as:

The average payments in each service district for the 12 months to 30 September 2025 for participants not in Supported Independent Living show as:
• $47,600 for North.
• $45,800 for North West.
• $39,700 for South East.
• $44,900 for South West.
• $44,700 for all of Tasmania.
The following comments are made regarding the Tasmanian experience at service district level as at 30 September 2025.
• Tasmania North has the highest number of active participants at 4,617 participants, while Tasmania North West has the lowest number at 3,537 active participants.
• The average annualised plan budget at the end of September for active participants is $96,000 ($66,700 for participants not in Supported Independent Living and $496,100 for participants in Supported Independent Living).
• The average payments for the 12 months ending 30 September 2025 are $73,400 ($44,700 for participants not in Supported Independent Living and $442,500 for participants in Supported Independent Living).
• Tasmania South West has the highest average annualised plan budgets and payments across all participants.
