What I love about the PRG is that we have such a diverse range of individuals so it's such a rich group of people.
KAREN:
I'm Karen, I'm a member of the NDIA Participant Reference Group.
MELO:
My name is Melo. I'm a PRG member. I'm part of the PRG because I am a carer for my daughter.
NICK:
My name is Nick and I am part of the Participant Reference Group.
MELINDA:
My name’s Melinda and I’m from South Australia and I joined the PRG.
CHRIS:
So I’m Chris and I'm a member of the Participant Reference Group.
DONNA:
I’m Donna Purcell and I am the NDIA’s Participant Advocate. The PRG or Participant Reference Group is a group of people who have lived experience of disability, and they share with us their experiences and their insights to help shape the NDIS.
KAREN:
I really love to be able to get out there and represent myself and my community as an autistic person who doesn't fit the stereotypical norms, and also comes from a very unique, remote regional place.
NICK:
My motivation for joining the Participant Reference Group was around being able to be a contributor to the shaping and reshaping of what I believe is one of the greatest initiatives in Australia, and that is the NDIS.
MELINDA:
It makes me proud to... to join and give my feedback because it's important to hear from people with intellectual disabilities and all different disabilities.
MELO:
It’s really humbling to be part of the PRG, to be part of a conversation in this setting that's going back to government.
DONNA:
I really value the honesty and the insights that people do share with us. We have created a very trusted environment where people are willing to be very open and honest, and vulnerable sometimes, to share their experiences and their stories for us to learn from that. And that is so important and valuable to us.
CHRIS:
I feel it’s important to try and give advice and feedback for people so it makes their lives better every day.
MELO:
I think it is important that we might impact people's lives, and not only the people with a disability, but our community as a whole and society.
